D.H.ロ レンスが作品中で用いている"will"と"inhuman"の 二語の

意味は、通常の意味、すなわち辞書に載っている意味 とは異なった、彼

独 自の意味を込めて用いられていることが多い。OEDに 拠れば、"will"

の基本的な意味は 「強制 された り偶然によってではなくて、何かを した

い という欲求」である。このように"will"と い う語にはなんらの否定

的な意味は含 まれていない。 しかしロレンスはこの語に否定的な意味を

与えて用いることが多い。つまり彼は"will"を 「権力」や 「貧欲」 と

結びつけて用いることが多いのである。一方で、"inhuman"の 基本的

な意味は 「『人間が持つべ き当然の感情、つまり優 しさや憐れみを持 っ

ていない』こと。『残忍な』、『残酷な』 という意味」であるとしている。

しかるにロレンスはこの語に肯定的な意味を与えて用いることが多い。

それは 「貧欲でない」、「自然や宇宙 と結びついている」という意味であ

る。彼はなぜ このような特別な意味をこれら二語に与えて作品を書いて

いるのであろうか。

筆者は、本論 において、これ ら二語の使用法がロレンスの思想 と深 く

結びついていることを、短編小説 『馬に乗って去った女』と中編小説 『王

女様』を分析す ることによって検証 したいと思う。 この主題は、これま
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で他の研究者によって十分に解明されていないと思われるか らである。

これら二作品は1924年 、ほとん ど同 じ時期に書かれ、1925年 、同じ頃に

雑誌に発表された。二作品はアメリカのニュー メキシコ州で書かれたの

だが、そこでロレンスはインデ ィアンや土着のメキシコ人と知 り合い、

彼らの生き方に非常に影響を受けた。『馬に乗 って去った女』 と 『王女

様』の両方が、白人女性 とインデ ィアンや土着のメキシコ人の子孫 との

関わ りを描いている。ロレンスは、白人の持 っている 「意志」("wilr)

の恐ろ しさを描いてそれか らの救いをインディアンの生活様式に見出そ

うとしていると思われる。今回の論文では、長さに制限があるため、『馬

に乗って去った女』のみを扱っている。次号で 『王女様』論を掲載する
