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abstract

The writing workshop, which is a way of teaching writing, has greatly challenged, influenced, and
changed many writing classrooms in the United States over the past few decades. Practitioners of the
writing workshop have aimed at creating writing classrooms where students grow as writers, not where
students are forced to do writing exercises to complete assigned work. This paper first provides an
overview of the writing workshop and its components. This paper next examines two frequently practiced
activities in English writing classrooms in Japanese universities from the perspective of the writing
workshop and explores changes and possibilities that the writing workshop could bring to L2 writing

classroom instruction.
